Depart at midday from Upington in the Northern Cape in South Africa to McCarthy’s Rest Border Post via Kathu, Hotazel and Black Rock. Camp on the South African side of the border.

DAY 02
Thu 17 May 12
McCarthy’s Rest - Khutse Game Reserve
Enter Botswana. Continue via Tshabong to Sekoma on the Trans-Kalahari Highway. Proceed on dirt and sand roads via Tokolokwane and Salajwe to Khutse Game Reserve.
Self drive clients from the northern part of South Africa can meet us at Khutse Game Reserve. Rates will be adjusted accordingly.

Comprising 2,590 square km Khutse Game Reserve (KGR) is situated in an extra ordinary part of the Kalahari and is spectacularly different to the Central Kalahari Game Reserve. It has a common border with the Central Kalahari Game Reserve (CKGR), which lies to the north of it.  KGR is part of an ancient river that once flowed north-east-wards to fill Lake Makgadikgadi. The only relics of this river system are the dry river valley and a series of pans. Today, the game viewing area is centered on these pans.

This game reserve was established in 1971 mainly to protect the pans, the fossil river valley system and all the wildlife it attracts. No matter what time of year one visits Khutse, there will always be an abundance of lions, leopards, brown hyena and hartebeests to be seen. After the rains, there are often large herds of gemsbok as well. There are two artificial water points at Molose and Moreswe which attract game throughout the year. The chances of seeing lions in the Khutse are usually good. The vegetation of Khutse consists mainly of Acacia Savanna and Kalahari Sandveld.

Ghanzi – Gcwihaba Caves (Drotsky’s Caves)
Early morning departure to Sehitwa via Ghanzi. Continue via Tsao to the Gcwihaba Hills in the remote north-west of Botswana. Afternoon visit to the caves. There are few caves of this rank in Southern Africa that are as remote and unexplored as Gcwihaba Caves. The caves are about half a kilometre long and 1,3 – 13 m high

DAY 07

Drotsky’s Caves - Tsumkwe – Khaudum
	
	Depart to the remote Dobe Border Post. Enter Nambia. Continue to Tsumkwe in the Bushmanland.. Proceed to Kaudum Game Reserve. The Khaudum National Park was established with conservation in mind, and not for cash generation. This simple guiding characteristic gave birth to the true wilderness feel that embraces one’s soul when visiting the park. It is wild, and the aim is to keep it like that.
Hidden away in Namibia’s north-eastern Kavango Region, the Khaudum National Park is not to be taken lightly. It could be described as Namibia’s ‘forgotten wilderness’. The Khaudum is home to large herds of elephants and the African wild dog (Africa’s most endangered large predator). Only the border with Botswana and a 55km section of the western border of the park are fenced in the Kkaudum. This open-park system ensures that wildlife can pursue hereditary migratory routes to and from the water-rich Kavango River and floodplains, including the Okavango Delta, a mere 150km from the park boundary. Thus wildlife migratory routes link Namibia, Botswana and Angola under a protective legislative coat. It also protects the Northern Kalahari Sandveld Biome.

Kaudum – Popa Falls

Depart north on 4x4 trail to the B8 linking Rundu with the Caprivi. Continue to Popa Falls. Visit the falls, which is not much more than a big rapid and Mahango Game Park. The small but picturesque Mahango Game Reserve is situated in the north-east of Namibia on the Botswana border. Mahango covers an area of about 30,000 hectares and is separated from the Caprivi Game Reserve by the Okavango River. Wildlife includes elephant, lion, leopard, cheetah, wild dog, hippo, lechwe, sitatunga, buffalo, sable, and roan and other antelopes. Mahango is known for its rich bird life.

Popa Falls – Katima Mulilo

Proceed to Katima Mulilo via the Caprivi Game Park. The 32km-wide Caprivi Game Park of 5 715km² extends for about 180 km from the Okavango River to the Kwando River. The riverine forests along these rivers attract large numbers of mammals and numerous species of aquatic birds. Caprivi Game Park is home to buffalo, elephant, lion, leopard, hippo, and roan and other antelopes.
Continue from Katima Mulilo to Island View Lodge on the banks of the Zambezi. 

Optional afternoon boat trip or Tiger Fishing Trip can be done at own cost.

DAY 11 
Sat 26 May 12
Katima Mulilo - Senyati
Continue to Ngoma Brige. Enter Botswana. Proceed on a game drive to Sidudu gate through Chobe National Park to Kasane. This is elephant country. Chobe National Park is very famous for its abundance of elephant. This Park has the highest concentration of elephant anywhere in Africa, an estimated 120 000. Chobe is also famous for its huge herds of buffalo and its rich bird life. 
Continue via Kasana and Kazangula to Senyati Safari Camp on the edge of Kasane Forest Reserve.. The chalets and bar deck overlook an illuminated waterhole where many herds of elephant and buffalo, kudu roan antelope, impala, spotted hyena and leopard come to drink.

DAY 12

Senyati - Vic Falls - Nata 

Depart to Vic Falls. The Victoria Falls & Zambezi National Parks is a world Heritage Site and the Falls is one of the ‘Seven wonders of the world’ and one of the largest and most spectacular water falls on earth. The falls are 1,7 km wide and nearly 550 million litres of water cascade 70 to 108 meters into the chasm below – every minute – during the Zambezi River’s peak flow. Victoria Falls is made of five different “falls”. Four of these are in Zimbabwe: The Devil’s Cataract, Main Falls, Rainbow Falls and Horseshoe Falls – and one, The Eastern Cataract, is in the bordering country of Zambia.
Zambezi National Park together with Victoria Falls National Park covers an area of 56,000 hectares. The northern border of the Park is formed by the great Zambezi River which also forms the border between Zimbabwe and Zambia for much of its length. A wide variety of larger mammals may be found within the Zambezi National Park including The Big Five: elephant, lion, buffalo, leopard and white rhinoceros. In addition, herds of sable antelope, eland, zebra, giraffe, kudu, waterbuck and impala as well as many of the smaller species of game can be viewed.

Return at midday to Botswana. Proceed south to Nata via the Kasane -, Kazuma -, and Sibuyu Forest Reserves. Visit Nata Sanctuary. The Nata Sanctuary at Sowa Pan, which is part of the Makgadikgadi Pans, is a community project and one of Botswana’s premier birding destinations. Nata Sanctuary is home to 165 bird species including flamingos and pelicans. After good rains, hundreds of thousands of globally threatened Lesser Flamingos, along with Greater Flamingos, Chestnut-banded Plovers, Great White and Pink-backed Pelicans, and a host of other water birds converge on the nutrient-rich waters of the pans. As the pan dries out, the Sanctuary hosts the largest congregation of Lesser Flamingos in Southern Africa.
