Enter the Namaqua National Park. Namaqua National Park is situated in the world's only arid biodiversity hotspot. Namaqualand is home to more than 6000 plant species, 250 species of birds, 78 species of mammals 132 species of reptiles and amphibians and an unknown number of insects, making it the world’s most diverse arid environment. More than 40% of these species are found nowhere else on earth.

Continue north on the coastal section of the Caracal 4x4 Trail to Hondeklip Bay. Sections of this trail goes through very loose sand. The trail runs through impressive West Coast landscapes with excellent photographic and bird watching opportunities, including the rare black oystercatcher. Stop at the Spoegrivier Caves and at the estuary where the Spoegrivier mouths in the cold Atlantic Ocean. Visit the shipwrecks of the Aristea and the Jahleel near Hondeklip Bay. Relax at Sam’s Restaurant overlooking the harbour and bay.

Continue during the afternoon to Koingnaas (F) where we enter the secretive, previously restricted diamond area owned by The Beers. Proceed to accommodation at Noup on the Atlantic coastline.
