DETAILED ITINERARY

DAY 01 
Upington - Kgalagadi
Depart from Upington to the largest camp in Kgalagadi Trans Frontier Park, Twee Rivieren.  Afternoon game drive in this 37 000 square km park, which is one of the largest conservation areas in the world and one of the last truly unspoilt ecosystems. 

Endemic game such as gemsbok, springbok, eland, giraffe, blue wildebeest and red hartebeest roam the sparsely vegetated red sand dunes and the dry river valleys of the Nossob and Auob where a variety of acacia species thrive. 

The Park is well known for good sightings of lion, leopard and cheetah and spotted - and brown hyena are common residents. Because of an abundance of prey in the form of mice, whistling rats, birds and insects, smaller predators thrive in the park. The park is home to caracal, honey badger, black-backed jackal, bat-eared fox, cape fox, African wildcat, mongoose and the ever-popular suricate (meerkat).  

Kgalagadi is a bird watcher’s paradise with more than 300 species recorded including at least 20 larger raptor species. The world’s heaviest flying bird, the Kori bustard and the stately secretary bird patrol the riverbeds while the noisy northern black korhaan rule in the dunes.

Due to the distance from the Wilderness Camps in Kgalagadi to Upington on the last day of the tour, only the above four camps can be used as accommodation on the last night of the tour.

DAY 04 
Kgalagadi - Upington
Game drive till midday. Depart back to Upington. En route we stop at the last indigenous San tribe in South Africa, the Khomani. Today these earliest residents of the Kalahari, living here for 40 000 years, consist of only 400 people and are resident in an area between 40 and 70 km south of Twee Rivieren. Clients will have the opportunity to view and purchase their handcraft at one of the roadside stalls. Continue to Upington. End of the tour. 

Extra days can be added to this tour according to the client’s needs and interests. See rates. Due to the fact that the Wilderness Camps are small and accommodation is limited we advise clients to make reservations well in advance.

Short description of the 6 Wilderness Camps 

Kieliekrankie

Sunk into a dune, this unique self-catering wilderness camp has endless views of the red Kalahari sands. This camp is not known for wildlife sightings, but for the endless view over the Kalahari dunes and breathtaking sunrises and sunsets. The ideal stopover on the first night of your visit.

4 x twin bed chalets

Distance from Twee Rivieren 45 km. 

Clients can stay at Kiekiekrankie on any night of the tour.

Urikaruus

Located between Twee Rivieren & Mata Mata, between the veils of camelthorn trees, overlooking a waterhole in the Auob River. Antelope and predators regularly visit the waterhole. Giraffe sightings are common in the area.

4 x twin bed chalets

Distance from Twee Rivieren 65 km

Clients can stay at Urikaruus on any night of the tour.

Kalahari Tented Camp

Situated high up on a red sand dune, overlooking a waterhole in the dry bed of the ancient Aoub River, the Kalahari tented camp welcomes you to capture the spirit of the thirst land.  The luxurious wilderness camp offers an exclusive getaway for the discerning visitor. Good wildlife sightings are common in the area. 
Optional 3 hr sunset drive and 3 hr morning guided walk with Sanparks rangers
14 x twin bed tents, 1 x double bed luxury tent
Distance from Twee Rivieren 115 km

Clients can stay at Kalahari Tented Camp on any night of the tour.

Grootkolk

Tucked away in the dry Kalahari, 20 Km from Union’s End where the three countries – South Africa, Botswana and Namibia – meet, you will find what you never expected.  Grootkolk is a wilderness camp as unique as the red sand dunes surrounding it. Antelope and predators regularly visit the waterhole.

4 x twin bed chalets

Distance from Twee Rivieren 270 km

Clients can stay at Grootkolk from the 2nd night to the 2nd last night of the tour.

Bitterpan 

This camp is only accessible by 4x4 and is situated in the dunes between Nossob and Mata-Mata. The camp overlooks a pan.  Although not known for the wildlife sightings, gemsbok is common in the area and predators show up frequently.

4 x twin bed reed cabins

Distance from Twee Rivieren 220 km entrance road & 110km exit road

Clients can stay at Bitterpan from the 2nd night to the last night of the tour.

Gharagap 

Located in the far northern region of the park, Gharagab provide guests with elevated views of Kalahari dunes and the thornveld savannah. Gharagab is only accessible by 4x4. 

4 x twin bed chalets

Distance from Twee Rivieren 325 km

Clients can stay at Gharagap from the 2nd night to the 2nd last night of the tour.
