UPINGTON AND SURROUNDS
This tour covers 1 Reserves/conservation area
Pick up at accommodation for a drive through Upington town, (in no random order) passing the statue of the Camel and Rider at the police station commemorating the mounties who policed in the harsh desert territory. Continue to the 1041m date palm avenue on the ‘Eiland’, where more than 200 date palms, planted 9 m apart, is regarded as one of the longest and densest palm avenues in the southern hemisphere. 

Continue to Skaapland, one of the most modern butcheries in the world and award winning for its biltong (dry meat)l Proceed to the Kalahari Orange Museum, built by Reverend Schröder in 1875 to serve as a church and mission station. The donkey statue in front of the museum symbolises this animal’s devoted contribution to the region’s development during the pioneer days. At the back of the museum is a dried fruit shop with local delicacies. The last stop before lunch is at the Orange River Wine Cellar for wine tasting at the second largest wine cellar in the world. 

Lunch at own cost. Depart to Spitskop Nature Reserve, 13 km north of town. This small game reserve measures 5641 ha and derives its name from the prominent steep rocky hill close to the entrance. There are 37 km good gravel roads, which lead us through the reserve. Spitskop offers eight species of larger mammals, including gemsbok, springbok, zebra, eland, blesbok, red hartebeest and wildebeest. There is also an array of smaller mammals and reptiles, birds and typical Kalahari flora. Game drive.
Return to Upington. Drop-off at accommodation.
AUGRABIES FALLS NATIONAL PARK

This tour covers 1 National Park & 2 Reserves/conservation areas
Depart from Upington to Augrabies Falls National Park.  En route visit to Tierberg Nature Reserve in Keimoes, from where one has a beautiful view of the lush green Orange River Valley. 

Visit the Augrabies Falls, which is the sixth largest waterfall in the world when South Africa’s largest river, the Orange is in flood. Sight seeing- and game drive to awesome viewpoints such as Ararat and Oranjekom on the Orange River Gorge.  Giraffe, springbok, gemsbok, eland, and klipspringer can be seen.  Fish eagles and black eagles are common residents.  

Depart to Upington. En route visit to the Persian Water Wheels at Kakamas. Continue on the scenic ‘Rockery Road’ road passing through a large quiver tree forest south of the Orange River between Kakamas and Keimoes. The last stop is at the largest inhabited inland island in South Africa, Kanoneiland. En route wine tasting at the second largest cooperative wine cellar in the world, the Orange River Wine Cellar. Arrive in Upington during the afternoon.  Drop-off at accommodation.
