DAY 01 
Upington – Palapye
Depart from Upington to Palapye in Botswana. Clients from the Northern Part of South Africa can join the group in Palapye.

Palapye – Katima Mulilo area
Early departure via Francistown and Sibuyu -, Kazuma - and Kasane Forest Reserves to Kasane. Game drive through Chabe National Park to Ngoma Border Post. Enter Namibia and continue to Katima Mulilo in the Caprivi Strip in Namibia. The Chobe River front is elephant country. Chobe National Park is very famous for its abundance of elephant. This Park has the highest concentration of elephant anywhere in Africa, an estimated 70 000!!  Chobe is also famous for its huge herds of buffalo and its rich bird life

Katima Mulilo – Chobe National Park
Depart via Ngoma Border Post and the Chobe Forest Reserve to Savuti in Chobe National Park. In sharp contrast with the Khwai River and lush Chobe River front, the Savuti is almost a desert-like landscape, with many elephant impatiently lining up to get to the ever-dwindling water supply. A pride of about 30 lions, known as ‘the elephant killers of Savuti, are residents of the Savuti area.

Chobe - Khwai Community Trust 
Depart to the Khwai Community Trust & Wildlife Management Area on the northern side of the Khwai River, which is the border of Moremi. This pristine area is rich in wildlife and teems with bird life. Afternoon game drive. (No facilities. Portable toilet and shower bag supplied)
